If your �irst language is not Spanish, and you are 
accepted in a project in Spanish, you must demonstrate 
a Spanish pro�iciency of at least level B1.

REQUIRED DOCUMENTS
1. Application form �illed in a computer; must include a photograph of the applicant.

2. Application letter addressed to the Deputy Director of the Cooperation and International

Of�ice M. Yadira I. Márquez González, signed by the Exchange of�ice of your institution.
3. Acceptation letter by a UACJ academic researcher.
4. Academic record.
5. Copy of valid passport
6. Statement of purpose; include the academic motive of your interest in the program.
7. Curriculum Vitae (two pages long; without supporting documentation).
8. Recommendation letter by an academic of your institution.
9. Proof of Spanish Language Pro�iciency of at least level B1 (If Spanish is not your �irst

language and the project you applied to is in Spanish).
10.Proof of English Language Pro�iciency of at least level B1 (If English is not your �irst)

https://www.uacj.mx/internacionalizacion/documentos/estancias_investigacion/Application_form_inbound_exchange.pdf


SPECIFICATIONS 
• The program is under mandatory compliance with health regulations and measures issued by

the authorities and may undergo changes that will be communicated promptly.
• The number of accepted students will be established by the receiving academic researcher.
• 6 to 9 weeks stay between May to August, with prior agreement with the receiving academic

researcher.
• Tuition, School ID, and certi�icate dispatch are covered by the UACJ.
• Students applying to the program must be enrolled in their home institution, at the time of

applying to the UACJ program.
• If your �irst language is English, and you are applying to a project conducted in English, you

should not demonstrate your English pro�iciency.
• If your �irst language is Spanish, and you are applying to a project conducted in Spanish, you

should not demonstrate your Spanish pro�iciency.

APPLICATION PROCESS 
1. Look for a project of your interest in the Participating

Academic Researchers catalog.
2. Contact the academic researcher to request your

participation in the project and an acceptance letter.
3. Once you have received the acceptance letter, contact your

University International Of�ice for the postulation.
4. Prepare the Required Documents based on the previous

section.
5. Wait for the publication of results.



PROGRAM FEES
